Palatino History

The Palatino Factory is located in Shanghai, China. Palatino has been producing pianos since 2000. The first imports to the US Market were in 2002. At that time the author of “The Piano Book” Larry Fine inspected the pianos and said they “arrived in excellent condition needing hardly any preparation. This is a line to watch.”
Although Palatino is fairly new to the piano business it is not new to musical instruments. Palatino has been making high quality stringed instruments for many years. The skilled labor and experienced management at Palatino created a great foundation for building very high quality pianos.

Palatino has made the decision to build “Quality not Quantity”. To do so they have imported the highest quality components from around the world and manufacture their pianos using costly, high efficient and precise Japanese and German CNC Routing machines; Canadian white spruce is imported for soundboards, Roslau strings from Germany; Beech wood from France for grand piano rims, Abel hammers on the Professional series and Renner hammers from Germany on the Concert series pianos. These are all components found in some of the most expensive pianos in the world. Unlike many mass produced pianos that produce hundreds of thousands of units per year, Palatino only manufactures about 7000 pianos annually.
The machinery such as CNC routers were brought in from Japan and Germany to control the tolerances of both wood and metal parts for accuracy allowing perfect Symmetry in touch and tone. The wet sand cast plates and maple rims give the Palatino piano a warm, rich, stable tone combined with a precise action that is fast becoming the envy of piano manufacturers twice the price of Palatino. Palatino is truly a World Class Piano.
